
That all the people of the earth may know that the LORD is God, and that there is none else. 

I have been working through a one-year chronological Bible (it has taken me well over a year and I am 

still not finished!) but as I read through the Old Testament, I was struck by how many times God would 

take action so that people would see and know that He is the true God and that there is no other.  This 

concept is repeated many times in Genesis, Exodus, Deuteronomy, Leviticus, Numbers, Isaiah, Jeremiah, 

Kings, Psalms, etc.  A few of the references are included here and at the end of this study. 

Deuteronomy 4:35 - You were shown these things so that you would know that the LORD is God; there 

is no other besides Him. 

Joshua 4:24 - He did this so that all the peoples of the earth may know that the hand of the LORD is 

mighty, and so that you may always fear the LORD your God." 

Isaiah 45:5 – “I am the Lord, and there is no other; Besides Me there is no God. I will gird you, though 

you have not known Me; 

Exodus 20:3 - You shall have no other gods before Me. 

Exodus 34:14 —for you shall not worship any other god, for the Lord, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous 

God— 

Deuteronomy 5:9 ESV:  You shall not bow down to them or serve them; for I the Lord your God am a 

jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children to the third and fourth generation of 

those who hate me, 

 

Jesus and the Holy Spirit were present with the Father since the beginning.  When Jesus came down to 

earth as fully God and fully human, it was the fulfillment of the scriptures and provided a way for us to 

spend eternity with God on the merits of Christ.  He also gave us the Holy Spirit as our counselor and 

helper. 

1 Corinthians 12:3 (NLV) - So I tell you that no one speaking by the help of the Holy Spirit can say that he 

hates Jesus. No one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the help of the Holy Spirit. 

 

The disruption in our prior day-to-day flow caused by the COVID-19 virus has provided us an opportunity 

to pause, to slow-down and re-evaluate whether we have any other gods before us.

1 Kings 8: 59 – 61 (BSB) Solomon's Benediction…59And may these words with which I have made my 

petition before the LORD be near to the LORD our God day and night, so that He may uphold the cause 

of His servant and of His people Israel as each day requires, 60so that all the peoples of the earth may 

know that the LORD is God. There is no other! 61So let your heart be fully devoted to the LORD our God, 

as it is this day, to walk in His statutes and to keep His commandments.”… 

 

1 Kings 8:43  may You hear from heaven, Your dwelling place, and do according to all for which the 

foreigner calls to You. Then all the peoples of the earth will know Your name and fear You, as do Your 

people Israel, and they will know that this house I have built is called by Your Name. 

 

1 Kings 18:39   When all the people saw this, they fell facedown and said, "The LORD, He is God! The 

LORD, He is God!" 

 



2 Kings 19:19  And now, O LORD our God, please deliver us from his hand, so that all the kingdoms of the 

earth may know that You alone, O LORD, are God." 

 

Jeremiah 10:10   But the LORD is the true God; He is the living God and eternal King. The earth quakes at 

His wrath, and the nations cannot endure His indignation." 

 

Psalm 86:10  For You are great and do wondrous deeds;  You alone are God. 

 

Isaiah 37:16  “O Lord of hosts, the God of Israel, who is enthroned above the cherubim, You are the God, 

You alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth. You have made heaven and earth. 

 

Isaiah 37:20  Now, O Lord our God, deliver us from his hand that all the kingdoms of the earth may know 

that You alone, Lord, are God.” 

 

Psalm 83:18  That they may know that You alone, whose name is the Lord, Are the Most High over all 

the earth. 

 

Nehemiah 9:6  “You alone are the Lord. You have made the heavens,  The heaven of heavens with all 

their host,  The earth and all that is on it,  The seas and all that is in them.  You give life to all of them 

And the heavenly host bows down before You. 

 

2 Kings 19:19  Now, O Lord our God, I pray, deliver us from his hand that all the kingdoms of the earth 

may know that You alone, O Lord, are God.” 

 

Isaiah 44:8  ‘Do not tremble and do not be afraid;  Have I not long since announced it to you and 

declared it?  And you are My witnesses.  Is there any God besides Me,  Or is there any other Rock?  I 

know of none.’” 

 

2 Samuel 22:32  “For who is God, besides the Lord?  And who is a rock, besides our God? 

 

Isaiah 45:14 Thus says the Lord, “The products of Egypt and the merchandise of Cush And the Sabeans, 

men of stature, Will come over to you and will be yours;  They will walk behind you, they will come over 



in chains And will bow down to you;  They will make supplication to you:  ‘Surely, God is with you, and 

there is none else, No other God.’” 

 

Isaiah 45:18  For thus says the Lord, who created the heavens (He is the God who formed the earth and 

made it, He established it and did not create it a waste place, but formed it to be inhabited),  “I am the 

Lord, and there is none else. 

 

Deuteronomy 32:39  ‘See now that I, I am He, And there is no god besides Me; It is I who put to death 

and give life. I have wounded and it is I who heal, And there is no one who can deliver from My hand. 

 

Isaiah 44:6  “Thus says the Lord, the King of Israel and his Redeemer, the Lord of hosts: ‘I am the first 

and I am the last, And there is no God besides Me. 

Isaiah 45:21  “Declare and set forth your case; Indeed, let them consult together. who has announced 

this from of old?  Who has long since declared it?  Is it not I, the Lord?  And there is no other God 

besides Me,  A righteous God and a Savior;  There is none except Me. 

 

 Isaiah 45:6  That men may know from the rising to the setting of the sun  That there is no one besides 

Me.  I am the Lord, and there is no other,  

 

2 Samuel 7:22  For this reason You are great, O Lord God; for there is none like You, and there is no God 

besides You, according to all that we have heard with our ears. 

 

Isaiah 64:4  For from days of old they have not heard or perceived by ear,  Nor has the eye seen a God 

besides You,  Who acts in behalf of the one who waits for Him. 

 

Deuteronomy 4:35  To you it was shown that you might know that the Lord, He is God; there is no other 

besides Him. 

Deuteronomy 4:39  Know therefore today, and take it to your heart, that the Lord, He is God in heaven 

above and on the earth below; there is no other. 

 

1 Kings 8:60  so that all the peoples of the earth may know that the Lord is God; there is no one else. 

 

Isaiah 45:22  “Turn to Me and be saved, all the ends of the earth; For I am God, and there is no other. 



 

Isaiah 46:9  “Remember the former things long past,  For I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and 

there is no one like Me, 

 

2 Kings 5:15  When he returned to the man of God with all his company, and came and stood before 

him, he said, “Behold now, I know that there is no God in all the earth, but in Israel; so please take a 

present from your servant now.” 

 

1 Corinthians 8:4  Therefore concerning the eating of things sacrificed to idols, we know that there is no 

such thing as an idol in the world, and that there is no God but one. 

 

John 5:44  How can you believe, when you receive glory from one another and you do not seek the glory 

that is from the one and only God? 

 

1 Timothy 1:17  Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only God, be honor and glory forever 

and ever. Amen. 

 

Mark 12:32  The scribe said to Him, “Right, Teacher; You have truly stated that He is One, and there is no 

one else besides Him; 

 

Isaiah 43:10  “You are My witnesses,” declares the Lord, And My servant whom I have chosen,  So that 

you may know and believe Me And understand that I am He.  Before Me there was no God formed,  And 

there will be none after Me. 

 

Hosea 13:4  Yet I have been the Lord your God  Since the land of Egypt;  And you were not to know any 

god except Me,  For there is no savior besides Me. 

 

Joel 2:27  “Thus you will know that I am in the midst of Israel,  And that I am the Lord your God, And 

there is no other;  And My people will never be put to shame.
